1.	Single semester rentals are only available to students participating in the Co-Operative Education and Socrates/Study Abroad Programmes. Students who indicate that 
	 they wish to stay a full year and subsequently vacate their room at the end of the first semester will be in breach of their lease/licence agreement and will forfeit the 
	I nitial Booking Deposit and prepaid Rental Fees more particularly described below.

2.	Due to the demand of places, an application fee of €250.00 is required in the case of all students booking a room. The application fee must be paid at the time of 
	 booking. If the application fee is not paid, a room offer will be cancelled.

3.	The first instalment of rental fees will be requested in July 2010 and must be paid by 2 August 2010 with the expectation of incoming first year 
	 students. Due to the short period between CAO offers in August and check in, incoming first year students pay the first rental fee instalment on arrival.

4.	In the event where a room is cancelled prior to 20 August 2010, the booking deposit will be refunded minus €50.00 administration fee.  Booking deposits are non 
	 refundable after that date unless there are extenuating circumstances.

5.	In the event that a student pays the First Semester Fees prior to or on the Due Date, the €250 Booking Deposit shall be deemed to constitute a Damage Deposit and 
	 shall be held until the end of the term of the lease/licence at which time, damage to the house/apartment shall be assessed by Campus Life Services acting 
	 reasonably and the cost of any damage to the house/apartment proportionate to the student shall be paid by the student and deducted from the Damage Deposit.  In 
	 the event that the Damage Deposit is not sufficient to cover the cost of the damage, the excess payable by the student shall be payable by the student upon demand 
	 for same from Campus Life Services.

6.	In the event that the lease/licence is terminated at any time during its term, including for the avoidance of doubt at the end of the First Semester, the Damage Deposit 
	 shall be forfeited.

7.	Internet connection is included in the rates overleaf. 

8.	The energy charge shown overleaf is calculated on the basis of limited usage of energy in the case of each student in a house. The value shown does not include 
	 unlimited usage of energy by students. In the event of unlimited usage of energy, the excess charge in respect of such charge shall be discharged in equal shares by 
	 each of the students in the relevant house. More information on what constitutes limited usage of energy is available on request from the Village Manager. The excess 
	 payable in respect of unlimited usage of energy shall be deducted from the Damage Deposit or in the event that the Damage Deposit retained is not sufficient shall be 
	 paid by the student upon demand for same from Campus Life Services.
