Application Process for Exchange Students:
Once the students’ nominations have been
processed, the International Mobility Office will send
all nominated exchange students’ credentials to
access our online application procedure.

e After the «closing and validation of the
nominations, all nominated exchange students
will receive a login/password and the procedure
to access the online application process.

e After the closing of the registration period,
exchange students will be able to download their
letter of Admission from TBS intranet, with their
academic contacts in the allocated campus,
provided their file is complete. No late
application will be accepted.
