The company
had its first auditions in 1995 and gave its first performance in February 1996 at the
Royal Hibernian, Gallaher Gallery, Dublin. Its dancers are aged 10-21 years, and a junior
level for children aged 8 and over was established in September 1999. The company
aims to provide young dancers an enriching experience during their formative years and

to give them a flavour of what it might be like to pursue a career in dance.
