• Students in Double-Degree have to validated 30 credits per 
semester. 

• Teaching language: English or French. 
• B2 level minimum is recommended

International Students must have a health insurance that covers 
medical expenses, hospitalization, surgical interventions and 
repatriation, as well as a civil liability insurance from the first day in 
France: 

• For European students: a copy of your European Health 
Insurance Card (EHIC) will be required to complete your 
online registration 

• For Non-European students: You will need to purchase your 
own health insurance before your arrival. If you stay more 
than 4 months in France, you can join the French social 
security system (Sécurité Sociale) at the beginning of the 
semester.
