APPLICATION PROCESS 

Step 1: Nomination by home university (via email).  
Step 2: Complete the International Exchange Application form and 

    Confirmation of English Language Skills form. 
Step 3: Obtain original or certified copies of university transcripts.  
Step 4: Submit forms and transcripts via email to ntaylor@stfx.ca.
Step 5: Receive letter of acceptance and student information. 
Step 6: Submit course selections and apply for residence.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE REQUIREMENT  
Exchange students applying to StFX are required to provide evidence of their 

English language competency. This can be done by having the home coordinator 

sign the Confirmation of English Competency Form, or by providing evidence of 

one of the following English language certifications (with a minimum score of): 

TOEFL IBT (80), TOEFL Paper (550), IELTS (6.5, with 6.0 in each band),  

CAEL (60), or CAE - C1 (180, with 170 in each band).

 COURSE REQUIREMENTS/RESTRICTIONS 
Exchange students are required to take a minimum of 9 credits (3 courses) per 

semester, however a full course load per semester is 15 credits (5 courses). 

Some courses require prerequisites. This information is indicated in the 

course descriptions that can be found in the Academic Calendar. Some 

exceptions are made for exchange students, however this is at the 

discretion of the professor.
