Students need to possess English skills equivalent to
TOEFL test result, minimum score 213 (CBT), 575
(PBT) or 90 (IBT) or an IELTS test result with an
overall band score of minimum 6.5 and no band
score below 5.5, or B2 in the Common European
Framework Reference (CEFR).
